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The principle of gender equality is enshrined in the Constitution of India in its
Preamble, Fundamental Rights, Fundamental Duties and Directive Principles. The Con-
stitution not only grants equality to women, but also empowers the State to adopt mea-
sures of positive discrimination in favour of women. Within the framework of a demo-
cratic policy, our laws, development policies, Plans and programmes have aimed to pro-
vide advantage to the women in different spheres. India has also ratified various interna-
tional conventions and human rights instruments committing to secure equal rights of
women. Key among them is the ratification of the Convention on Elimination of All Forms
of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW) in 1993.

In 1995, then-US First Lady Hillary
Clinton said: “Women’s rights are human
rights” at the UN Conference on Women in
Beijing. Almost 20 years later, the challenge of
ensuring women’s rights remains. Across the
world, in all societies, women and girls consis-
tently face a range of barriers to equality - such
as wage gaps, gender-based violence, child mar-
riage and female genital mutilation. The poor and
otherwise socially disadvantaged are further
marginalized through crippling combinations of
gender discrimination and poverty discrimination.
Therefore, tackling the gender inequalities and
critical barriers that prevent women and girls
from exercising their rights and empowering
themselves must be at the heart of our efforts to
create sustainable, prosperous and resilient so-
cieties. Empowerment is instrumentally impor-
tant for achieving positive development outcomes
and well-being of life, which lies in the doing
and being what one value and have reason to
value i.e. agency. The present paper examines
various conceptions of these ideas to clearly
mark the overlapping zones and distinguishing
features of respective concepts.

1.CONSTITUTIONAL PROVISIONS

The Constitution of India not only grants
equality to women but also empowers the State
to adopt measures of positive discrimination in
favour of women for neutralizing the cumula-
tive socio economic, education and political dis-
advantages faced by them. Fundamental Rights,
among others, ensure equality before the law
and equal protection of law; prohibits discrimi-
nation against any citizen on grounds of religion,
race, caste, sex or place of birth, and guarantee
equality of opportunity to all citizens in matters
relating to employment. Articles 14, 15, 15(3),
16, 39(a), 39(b), 39(c) and 42 of the Constitution
are of specific importance in this regard.

Constitutional Privileges-
(1) Equality before law for women (Article
14).
(ii) The State not to discriminate against any citi-
zen on grounds only of religion, race, caste, sex,
place of birth or any of them (Article 15 (i)).
(ii1)) The State to make any special provision in
favour of women and children (Article 15 (3)).
(iv) The State to direct its policy towards secur-
ing for men and women equally the right to an

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adequate means of livelihood (Article 39(a));
and equal pay for equal work for both men and
women (Article 39(d)).
(v) The State to make provision for securing just
and humane conditions of work and for mater-
nity relief (Article 42).
(vi) To promote harmony and the spirit of com-
mon brotherhood amongst all the people of In-
dia and to renounce practices derogatory to the
dignity of women (Article 51(A) (e)) .
(vii) Not less than one-third (including the num-
ber of seats reserved for women belonging to
the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes)
of the total number of seats to be filled by direct
election in every Panchayat to be reserved for
women and such seats to be allotted by rotation
to different constituencies in a Panchayat (Ar-
ticle 243 D(3)).
(viii) Not less than one- third of the total num-
ber of offices of Chairpersons in the Panchayats
at each level to be reserved for women (Ar-
ticle 243 D (4)).
(ix) Not less than one-third (including the num-
ber of seats reserved for women belonging
to the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes) of the total number of seats to be filled
by direct election in every Municipality to be
reserved for women and such seats to be allot-
ted by rotation to different constituencies in a
Municipality (Article 243 T (3)).
(ix) Reservation of offices of Chairpersons in
Municipalities for the Scheduled Castes, the
Scheduled Tribes and women in such manner
as the legislature of a State may by law provide
(Article 243 T (4)) .

2. LEGAL PROVISIONS

To uphold the Constitutional mandate,

the State has enacted various legislative mea-
sures intended to ensure equal rights, to counter
social discrimination and various forms of vio-
lence and atrocities and to provide support ser-
vices especially to working women.

Although women may be victims of any of
the crimes such as ‘Murder’, ‘Robbery’, ‘Cheat-

ing’ etc, the crimes, which are directed specifi-
cally against women, are characterized as ‘Crime
against Women’. These are broadly classified
under two categories.

(1) The Crimes Identified Under the
Indian Penal Code (IPC)

(1) Rape (Sec. 376 IPC)

(i1) Kidnapping & Abduction for different pur-
poses ( Sec. 363-373)

(iii) Homicide for Dowry, Dowry Deaths or their
attempts (Sec. 302/304-B IPC)

(iv) Torture, both mental and physical (Sec. 498-
A IPC)

(v) Molestation (Sec. 354 IPC)

(vi) Sexual Harassment (Sec. 509 IPC)

(vii) Importation of girls (up to 21 years of age)

(2) The Crimes identified under the
Special Laws (SLL)

Although not all laws are gender specific, the
provisions of law affecting women  signifi-
cantly have been reviewed periodically and
amendments carried out to keep pace with the
emerging requirements. Some acts which have
special provisions to safeguard women and their
interests are:

3. SPECIAL INITIATIVES FOR
WOMEN

(1) National Commission for Women

In January 1992, the Government set-up this
statutory body with a specific mandate to study
and monitor all matters relating to the constitu-
tional and legal safeguards provided for women,
review the existing legislation to suggest amend-
ments wherever necessary, etc.

(i) Reservation for Women in Local
Self -Government

The 73™ Constitutional Amendment Acts
passed in 1992 by Parliament ensure one-third
of the total seats for women in all elected of-
fices in local bodies whether in rural areas or
urban areas.

(iii) The National Plan of Action for the
Girl Child (1991-2000)

The plan of Action is to ensure survival, pro-
tection and development of the girl child with
the ultimate objective of building up a better fu-
ture for the girl child.

(iv) National Policy for the Empower-
ment of Women, 2001

The Department of Women & Child Devel-
opment in the Ministry of Human Resource De-
velopment has prepared a “National Policy for
the Empowerment of Women” in the year
2001. The goal of this policy is to bring about the
advancement, development and empowerment
of women.

CONCLUSION-

Despite great strides made by the interna-
tional women’s rights movement over many
years, women and girls around the world are
still married as children or trafficked into forced
labor and sex slavery. They are refuse access
to education and political participation, and some

are trapped in conflicts where rape is perpe-
trated as a weapon of war. Around the world,
deaths related to pregnancy and childbirth is
needlessly high, and women are prevented from
making deeply personal choices in their private
lives. Human Rights Watch is working toward
the realization of women’s empowerment and
gender equality—protecting the rights and im-
proving the lives of women and girls on the
ground.

We have many laws about the protection of
women from beginning of our society or consti-
tution of India. After the Delhi rape case, we
made so many changes in criminal law. In 2005
we also amend the Indian Succession Act, 1955
and give equal power to daughter as son. How-
ever, beside one thing we have not changed that
is our mindset towards women. Law is instru-
ment to change the society but it cannot change
our mind set regarding empowerment of women.
Therefore, this is very important to change our
mindset because only our mindset can empower
the women. It is not only applicable on men but
women are equally responsible to violet the hu-
man right of women. In case of female feticide,
dowry death, cruelty, Domestic violence role of
women is very important. The response of the
women to increase in wealth and education is
an important factor in public policy, for develop-
ing countries. Particularly it is important to un-
derstand how female education has external
benefits for families such as reduced fertility,
improved child health, expansion of the skilled
labour force and participation of all activities.

Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru says that “You can
tell the condition of a nation by looking at the

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Since the Resource available to the health services are limited, and the potential needs of
patients are unlimited, some allocation of resource is essential. This problem has now
become widely recognized but the main perception realized it when the service was first
introduced in the cost of Health (1952) Robert & Wrote : !

I can not share the facile optimizer which believe that the straits in which the
Health service finds itself are only ‘teething troubles’ and that there are no difficulties
which human ingenuity can not surmount. On the contrary I believe that the problem is by
its very nature insoluble. From the practical point of view the task of the medical profes-
sion and the administration will be to determine how our limited resources can be put to
the best use, free and comprehensive health service is a noble ideal, but one which the
country cannot under existing conditions attain. This axiom holds good for India also.

Decision Making:

It is clear that some choice in allocation has
to be made and it should be as rational as pos-
sible. It is only comparatively recent that simple
decision making has been analysed and though
there were earlier writings, Theory of Games
and Economic Behavior.(Von Neumann and
Morgenstem, 1944) 2 marks the first extended
attempt to encompass this subject. The inclu-
sion of ‘games’ may come as a surprise but just
as a two person game like chess can be though
of as a sequence of alternative decision. So a
doctor diagnosing his patient may be considered
to be playing a game with nature. However, the
analogy doesn’t hold good. Since in game theory

it is assumed that each opponent is playing opti-

mal strategy, where as nature is under no obli-
gation to do so and in general does not.

In Medicine we operate in a state of uncer-
tainty in the sense that the outcome of a deci-
sion is not known with certainty but only with a
certain probability. Probability theory teaches us
the way in which a numerical measure can be
attached to a chance or probability, and the laws
governing the probabilities of more than one
event occurring. A little reflection suggests that
we shall also need some numerical measure for
the value or worth of the outcome of a particu-
lar decision. It is usual to give the name utility to
this numerical measure of value, so that the
mathematics we shall need will be that of prob-

ability and decision theory. 3 Decision within the

Health service occur at different levels of orga-
nization. There is therefore a hierarchy of deci-
sion making. At the lower level, the decision is
made by an individual doctor about an individual
patient. The decision might be, for example,
choice between medical and surgical treatment
of sciatica. Only one person is involved in the
decision and only one patient. At the next level,
there can be a decision on a choice of resources.
Some money is available for the particular com-
mittee and choice exist for the particular re-
source to be purchased. The choice might lie
between an extension to a department of radiol-
ogy or a department of Physiotherapy. In this
decision there is a choice of resources and this
will affect different patients, one set will tend to
gain and the other to lose, and the decision is
taken not by an individual but by a group. At the
next stage in hierarchy, perhaps a department
of Health, the decision can be more extended
involving larger sum of money, a decision, for
example, whether to build a new hospital. The
decision might also arise whether to employ some
preventive measure since, if this is to be done, it
has almost certainty to be done universally and
if it is to be enforced, may require statutory
action. At the highest level of hierarchy is the
government, where decisions are taken which
allocate resources between say, health &
education.

Analysis of decision:

The formal analysis of decision is still unde-
veloped, but it is possible to make some progress

with the analysing of decision taken at the low-

est level 4 i.e. between doctor and patient. We
have as yet no formal method analysis the deci-
sion of a group such as a committee. It is there-
fore seen wiser in this Paragraph to consider
such analysis as is already possible between
doctor and patient and the extent to which the
conclusions reached may affect policy within the
Health service.

Value of Life:

Life, it is often said is priceless, but this
belief sprigs from a mis under standing and
depends on who is making judgments. The
monetary value of human life is therefore a
notional one.

As in general Economics utility Theory has
Impellent Utility this is so in Economics of
Health. 5 The wagering Technique 6 has
worked well is some particular situation as simu-
lated situation of a given patient with a set of
states of wealth represented by different level
of visual activity.

Another Method to measure the utility is
probability of an outcome which in medicine is
usually called Prognosis.

The monetary cost of treatment is to be taken
into amount but ‘cost’ is a complex concept and
will have to include any pain or anxiety incurred
by the patient.

Best treatment:

With these estimates of the variables in the
treatment decision model, it becomes possible
to calculate the best treatment i.e. the treatment
that has the greatest expected value. Though

we can see the possibility of the model, we can-



not do this complete calculation since estimates
of utilities etc. have not yet been made.

This treatment decision is clearly at the ter-
minal of the doctor’s decision free and when
the patient is first seen, treatment cannot usu-
ally be allocated immediately. Ideally we might
like a function which allocated a treatment Tj on
the basis of the patient state

Tj = f(x)

Where x is a vector representation the state
of the patient so that, given this state, the treat-
ment decision function would immediately, give
us appropriate treatment. This is not in general
possible, because of the enormous number of
treatment and the size of the state vector
representating the patient. It may be possible in
a particular cases. We require some reduction
of the problem and this is supplied by the con-

cept of disease.
